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INTRODUCTION AND OVERVIEW

The Solstice Foundation has experienced yet another successful year of fundraising and giving in spite of the continuing hard economic times. During our Financial Year ending 28 February 2013, the Solstice Foundation celebrated its 11th Anniversary and held its 10th Annual Ball. In celebrating a decade of fundraising balls we decided to donate the ball funds raised at our 10th Ball to ten of our existing beneficiaries - the KiDS Foundation, Baphumelele - Fountain of Hope, The Busy Bees Rugby Football Club, our UWC bursary student Laura de Wet, Wilge Special Care Day Care Centre, NOAH (Neighbourhood Old Age Homes), Goedgedacht , the Sporting Chance Foundation, SERI (Science Education Resource Initiative) and Biblionef. Our 10th Ball (The Captain’s Table) was by far our most exciting and talked-about Ball, raising nearly R350 000 at the auction and gaining us compliments all around. 
EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE
The executive committee has remained the same as in 2011/12, and Chairperson responsibilities have remained with Jo Bell. Gwenhwyfar Burton resigned in December 2012, while James Beaumont and Jane Butters joined the committee as guest members in February 2013.

PROJECTS:
Baphumelele – Fountain of Hope

R50 000 of the proceeds from the 2012 Ball was used to upgrade the security at FOH. 

FOH is a transitional home for young adults leaving Baphumelele Orphanage who need to finish school and start with further studies. 
Busy Bees Rugby Football Club

Busy Bees is a community rugby club based in Langa, established in 1923. It supports teams from U8 to U19 and competes in various age-group leagues around Cape Town.
Solstice contributed R 16 400 for all the transport for all the teams for away games. This has allowed the 220 players to participate in all the games for the season. Continuing the tradition of the two previous years, one Busy Bees’ player was selected to play Craven week in 2012 and was awarded Man of the Match at the competition in Pretoria. He was also selected to WP Sevens and was given a full boarding bursary at SACS. Two other U15 boys were chosen by Western Province to train at the Bellville High Performance Centre for the 2013 season. 
Goedgedacht
A portion of the proceeds of the 2012 Ball was used again to support the Goedgedacht Trust. Goedgedacht is a community development centre in the Riebeeksrivier valley which addresses issues of poverty experienced by rural people.

Goedgedacht’s ‘Path out of Poverty’ programme starts before the child is born and continues into early adulthood - a period of twenty years or more. It is imperative therefore for the programme to be sustainable over the long term and to this end, the Trustees have come up with a number of income producing projects on the Farm.

One of these programmes is the planting of an olive grove and the production and distribution of olive oil. The Solstice Foundation provided R50 000 funding for the purchase of a 4 x 4 Quad Bike to enable the Farm Manager to navigate all areas of the Farm effectively and at a low cost.

SERI

SERI is an NPO fundraising partner to the Centre of Science and Technology [COSAT], a specialist school for grades 8 to 12 that operates in Khayelitsha for students with leadership ability and an interest in Maths, IT and Science. COSAT has an excellent academic record and is the biggest township feeder school to local universities.

In 2012, the Solstice Foundation provided continued funding for five learners (then in grade 11) to participate in COSAT’s ‘Get Building’ programme. We will continue to fund these 5 learners in Grade 12 in 2013.

KiDS (Kilbride, de Beer – Smit Foundation)

The KiDS Foundation was established in 1994 to provide excellent education opportunities to South African children in financial need.  Over the past few years we have sponsored between two and five scholars per year, and in 2012 we continued to support three scholars who matriculated at the end of 2012.

NOAH

NOAH (Neighbourhood Old Age Homes) is a model of housing and services for the poorest older people of the Western Cape, South Africa. 

In 2012, the Solstice Foundation provided funding to contribute towards the renovation/upgrade of the NOAH primary health care centre in Khayelitsha. The clinic provides essential primary health care to residents and older persons in the community whose health needs are addressed proactively. They receive the health oversight they need on a consistent basis, are spared long waits at the day hospital and receive the health support and advice they need in order to live active lives, largely free of health emergencies. 

Sporting Chance Foundation

We donated R20 000 to the Sporting Chance Foundation for their holiday sports clinics held in Khayelitsha, Macassar and Langa. About 360 children attend each of these clinics thereby benefitting from a day’s exercise, excellent coaching and a meal. Sporting Chance Foundation regularly reports back to Solstice on its clinics and invites us to attend the clinics. Kathy Leslie visited the clinic at Langa where children were playing rugby, hockey and soccer.

UWC Bursary

Laura de Wet, our physiotherapy bursary student at UWC completed her third year of study, successfully passing all subjects. Laura is now in her final year, looking forward to graduating at the end of 2013 with BSc Physiotherapy. 

Unfortunately Laura’s holiday at the end of 2012 was too short to work at Wilge Special Care Day Care Centre at Atlantis but she did volunteer as a masseur at the Pick ‘n Pay Argus Cycle tour in 2012. She applied to stay in residence for another year as she believes the residence environment is more conducive to uninterrupted study. 
We are hoping Laura will be able to work at Wilge for her community service year in 2014. In the 2013 financial year the bursary’s value was R77 000.

Orion (Wilge Special Care Day Care Centre)

Solstice donated R50 000 to Wilge (a subsidiary of the Orion Organisation) for its ongoing therapy requirements. Physical and occupational therapists play an important role in the mental and physical development of the children including hand-eye coordination, instruction in self-feeding, toilet/potty training, dressing skills and reading and writing. The therapists also encourage the parents to participate in the learning process by teaching them how to care for and stimulate their children, specifically those parents who are not able to pay school fees.
Biblionef
Biblionef used The Solstice Foundation grant of R20 000 to cover the costs of posting books to 173 children’s organisations. These were: Primary and High Schools, ECD’s (Early Childhood Development Centres also known as crèche’s), After Care Centres, Drop in Centres for orphans and vulnerable children and Reading Clubs and they also delivered Book Bags to Family Integrated ECD Programmes. 
They were able to donate 40,874 books in total to the organisations using our grant.

FUNDRAISING AND OTHER EVENTS

When looking back at the great success of the last 10 fundraising balls we realize that the formula possibly has run its course and we need to identify a ‘new-look’ fundraising focus for the way ahead. 
In November 2012 the committee discussed ideas for a new strategy moving forward and currently is pursuing new avenues for securing the funds needed to service our beneficiaries. This process may take some time but we hope that it will benefit the Solstice Foundation in the long term. 
At the same time we are mindful of the fact that we need to nurture and maintain the good will that Solstice has developed over the years amongst its supporters and the Friends of Solstice.
Further developments in this regard will unfold during 2013.
FINANCIAL REPORT:

Graham Reynolds continues to successfully manage the finances as the Foundation’s Treasurer. In the year under review, we spent R 708 896 on our various projects and generated an income of R 456 926. The Income and Expenditure Statement and Balance Sheet are presented below.
